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Synopsis

“KEDIBONE” a Sotho for “seen it all”. This is a coming of age South African feature film about an exotically beautiful Sotho girl by the name of Kedibone Manamela, born and raised in Orlando East, Soweto who chooses to live her early youth on the fast lane. Veiled from her loyal childhood boyfriend’s eyes, she bounces between being a good girl in the township and the it girl on the high end of Johannesburg streets. A dark threat looms over the day when the news of Kedibone’s escapades reach the young man.

The film is meant to educate young women and men about the trials encountered by most during the        process of navigating the tribulations of the city life while highlighting the challenges that majority of black South African youth face in the process of passing matric, solving for tertiary tuition and trying to secure a desirable future for themselves. The film also highlights the dangers of blesser and blesee relationships, which often is at the peril of the young ladies involved. The film advocates for education first, self discipline, self respect and loyalty. It also advocates for being with the person you love rather than a person who can provide material possessions.

Q&A: Rochelle Selling – WARDROBE MISTRESS/HOD WARDROBE
Q: What were the main considerations for you regarding wardrobe and fashion in the film? 
A: Important to ensure that the characters were well represented in their overall appearance. The main considerations regarding wardrobe and fashion for the film were the storyline, the timeline, story board as per director’s brief, and the type of character/ being played. 
Q: What kind of look and feel were you aiming to achieve? 
A: I was aiming to achieve sophistication, young and youthful, also for something stylish and modern in their looks. I tried to incorporate trends only in a refreshing and unique way that was not over the top. More towards younger generation.
Q: Did you use local designers? 
A: Yes, we used local designer such as EARTH NUT, and WAYMILL CREATIONS. These brands brought elements of sophistication and pure luxury in wardrobe. 
Q: Tell us about dressing some of the main characters in the film. 
A: It is a pleasure to have the experience to work with well-seasoned actors and actresses. At times it is hard but also challenging to create looks and feels for each character. At the end I loved how every character's personality and style was so different and how it blended with in the script . 
Q: What did you enjoy the most about this process? 
I enjoyed the process of brainstorming ideas and putting the story board together and to see the outfits come alive, from hats, to clothes, shoes and accessories. Breath taking experience.


About the Cast

NATASHA THAHANE - KEDIBONE

Natasha Thahane is a South African actress best known for her recurring role as Enhle on the SABC1 soapie Skeem Saam, from 2015-2016.

Making her first Skeem Saam appearance on 26 January 2015, she left the show in July 2016 to take up her first starring role in television, as the character Amo Maake in the Mzansi Magic telenovela The Queen.

She is the granddaughter of Archbishop Emeritus Desmond Tutu.

She first appeared on television in a commercial clothing chain for Edgars, in 2013. Other television commercials she has acted in include clients like ABSA, Always Ultra and McDonald's. She also did a print campaign for Ponds.

Natasha made her screen acting debut as the character Claire in a Season 5 episode of the e.tv anthology series eKasi: Our Stories, entitled "Drama King", which first aired on Monday 24 March, 2014.

Her next appearance was a month later in the small guest role of Thuli in an episode of the SABC1 sitcom Single Galz, produced by Quizzical Pictures as a spin-off from their series Single Guys.

In August 2014 she appeared on the first episode of the Mzansi Magic drama series Saints and Sinners in the guest role of Fundiswa, and continued to recur in the role in Season 2, in 2016.

Natasha got her big break when she landed the role of Enhle on Skeem Saam in early 2015, joining the show at the same time as Jama (Oros Mampofu), Sakhile (Sipho Nicolas Nkuna) and EmKay (Mlungisi Mathe).

The same year she had a second role in eKasi: Our Stories as Nomsa, in the episode entitled "uManqoba" (Season 6, Episode 18), which aired on 24 March, 2015.

On Wednesday 27 April, 2016 she guest starred as Unathi on the third season of the SABC1 sitcom Ses'Top La.

She ended her run on Skeem Saam in July 2016, when it was announced she had landed her first starring role in television as Amo Maake on the Mzansi Magic telenovela The Queen, created and produced by fellow series stars Connie and Shona Ferguson from Ferguson Films.

KENNETH NKOSI - FRANCO

Kenneth Nkosi is a South African actor best known for his roles as The Pastor in the television drama Gaz'lam and as Aap in the Oscar-winning film Tsotsi.

He also appeared in the 2007 mini-series Society.

Nkosi had his first taste of acting in community theatre. In 1993 he enrolled at the Market Theatre Laboratory in Johannesburg. He made his stage debut two years later in the comedy Afrodizzia at the Johannesburg Civic Theatre.

He has worked on stage at The Civic and at The Market Theatre in a variety of productions and is a member of the South African Sports Company and a field worker for the Market Theatre Laboratory.
He is well known on television for his performances in the soap opera Isidingo and in Saints, Sinners and Settlers and for his appearances on e.tv's The Toasty Show.

His film credits include Fela's TV, Tsotsi, Jerusalema, Mafrika, White Wedding and the international box office hit District 9.

He also co-produced the sitcom Mzee wa Two Six, with Endemol.

In 2010 he was the host of the SABC2 World Cup show Siyaya 2010. He was the host of the the SABC1 reality competition television series Class Act, from 2010-2011.

In 2011 he was one of the featured celebrities interviewed by Nicky Greenwall in The Close Up, which aired on e.tv and DStv's eNews channel.

He also had a starring role as bumbling private investigator Boomba in the Mzansi Magic comedy series Boomba and TT, in 2012.

In 2013 he began hosting the Mzansi Magic and Mzansi Wethu game show Wang Verstana, which tests how well engaged couples know each other.

In 2014 he was the host of the e.tv reality competition series SA's Kitchen Queens, in which six women - with the aid of celebrity mentors - face off each week in challenges for a grand prize, whilst being equipped with skills such as negotiating, budgeting and cooking.

WRIGHT NGUBENI-MREMBULA

Wright Ngubeni is a South African actor and former child star best known for his role as Jonathan Motene, son of Khaya (Akin Omotoso) and Julia Motene (Xolile Tshabalala), in the SABC1 soap opera Generations, from 2003-2008.

He was later known for his role as Thula on the e.tv soap opera Rhythm City, from 2008-2012. The character launched into the spotlight after sharing a kiss with another man, his friend Stone (played by Zenzo Ngqobe), in a storyline that began in May 2008.

Ngubeni was born in Soweto, Johannesburg. His career began at the age of five as one of the characters on the popular children's television programme, Kideo. By the age of 10, he had featured as an actor in numerous television commercials.

His first presenting job was on SABC2's School TV. Later, he acted in television dramas and corporate videos, including the critically acclaimed industrial video Kingdom of the Sun.

At age 11 he landed a role in the teen drama television series Street Life on SABC3, in which he played the lead role as a street kid. In 2000 Wright re-launched his TV career by appearing in a commercial for national retailer, Edgars.

He made his international debut in the mini series Human Cargo, in which he played Nobakhaba, a Burundian teenager with a Hutu mother and Tutsi father; caught up in a cultural war going on in his country between the tribes.

His next international feature was Shadow, in which he played a small role of the son of Amin Walker. While busy lending his voice to the South African audience as a voice-over artist, he was cast in the popular soapie Generations on SABC1 in the role of Jonathan Motene. He entered Generations as a 13-year-old boy who had spent the first part of his life in England and had now returned to South Africa with his younger sister and mother.

While on Generations, he auditioned to anchor World of Winners on SABC2. The show, which was initially a five-minute weekly game show, proved to be popular to the point that the SABC extended it to a 30-minute daily live show. It was at this point that he left Generations to pursue live TV.

In 2009 he guest starred on the SABC2 Afrikaans drama series Erfsondes as Sepecia Motsoeng in the episode entitled "Veritas Odit Moras" (Season 2, Episode 7).

He worked as a trainee director on SABC1's Gospel Gold and took over from Tshepo "Howza" Mosese as host of the SABC1 youth lifestyle magazine series Big Bup, which aired on Sunday mornings. Initially a stand-in for Howza while he was on holiday, Ngubeni took over full time as presenter from 2014.

In 2015 he replaced Thomas Gumede as host of the Mzansi Magic reality series Love Back. Gumede hosted the first season and the first two episodes of Season 2, but Ngubeni began as host in Season 2, Episode 3, which aired on Sunday 7 June.

In 2016 Wright starred as the character 5 Bob, a hustler who understands the economics of the street, in the e.tv drama series Heist, inspired by a events at a stadium near Soweto in 2013 during a Justin Bieber concert. He returned for the second season later in 2016, which ran into 2017.

In 2017 he starred as Thulani Zondi, a playboy bachelor and PR maven whose easygoing life is interrupted when his twin sister Thuli moves in with her 10-year-old daughter, in the SABC1 sitcom Thuli no Thulani.

Matli Mohapeloa - Dexter

Matli Mohapeloa is a South African actor best known for his role as DJ Ngwazi in the e.tv soapie Rhythm City, from 2007-2009.

He appeared in the 2005 television series Gothia Caper, and had a starring role in the 2006 mini-series When We Were Black, which aired on SABC1.

He had a guest appearance in the 2005 television series Mtunzini.com.

He joined the cast of the SABC1 sitcom Nomzamo for its third season, which premiered in October 2009, playing the role of Mdu - the troublesome brother of the title character, who moves in with her.

He also has a starring role as Moss Cele, a single, streetwise, greedy and self-centred businessman who runs a hair salon which his father bought for him, in the Mzansi Magic soap opera Zabalaza.

In 2017 he had a recurring role on the SABC1 soapie Generations: The Legacy as Thabiso, a convicted rapist who served prison time and who returned with a score to settle against the lawyer who put him away - Fana, Jack Mabaso's son.

Matli's special talents include rugby and gumboot dancing and he speaks four languages: English, seSotho, Xhosa and Zulu.

Thabo Malema - Msithi

Thabo Malema is a South African actor best known for his starring role as Khaya, an idealistic dreamer who sunk his entire inheritance into a DVD store with African-themed DVDs that no one wants to rent, in the SABC1 sitcom Single Guys.

Having attended Maryvale College, Malema studied at AFDA, obtaining a BA (Honours) in live performance. He has worked steadily in the industry with roles in many different mediums.

He had a major recurring role in the HBO/BBC series The No. 1 Ladies' Detective Agency, played Young Gisani in the award-winning feature White Lion (2010) and had a role in Warner Bros' prehistoric epic 10,000 BC.

Thabo has had guest starring roles in numerous television series including Silent Witness, Strike Back, the e.tv anthology series eKasi: Our Stories, the SABC1 drama series Intersexions and a two-episode turn on the SABC1 science fiction police procedural Room 9.

His commercial appearances include work for Lotto, Yogi-sip, Bioplus and Love Life.

Originally from Mabopane, Gauteng, Thabo currently resides in Johannesburg. His birthday is 26 December.

Thomas Gumede is an actor, director, executive producer and filmmaker. He also holds a BA degree in Live Performance. Thomas Gumede received the award for Best Actor in a drama at 2009’s SAFTA’s (South African Film & Television Awards) making him the youngest winner to date. In 2015 he received another SAFTA award for Best actor in a local sitcom. 
In just 15 years he has shared the screen and stage with some South Africa’s greatest actors, comedians and musicians. He has also featured and worked with international films sharing the screen with A-list Hollywood super starts such as Idris Elba, Meg Ryan, LL Cool J, William H Macy, Jason Ritter and many more. His influence on the work is clearly illustrated in South African classics such as the Oscar winner Tsotsi (2005), Beat the Drum (2002), Spud (2010), Otelo Burning (2011), Elelwani (2012) and Happiness is a Four Letter Word (2016). Whether it is romantic comedy, like Zulu Wedding (2018), Love Jacked (2017), thrillers like Flight of the Storks (2012), Kite (2014), comedy like Jozi (2010), drama like Master Harold and the Boys (2010), docudrama like Mandela’s Gun (2016), documentary like Ochberg’s Orphans (2008), Dancing with the Devil (2009), or high-concept TV drama like the BBC’s series Our Girl (2017/ 18/ 19), Lance is at home with all styles and genres and enjoys taking on the challenges they each present. 
His talent and passion for great cinematic storytelling have led him to work with internationally acclaimed directors such as Gavin Hood, Jan Kounen, John Irvin and Jon Blair, and actors such as Samuel L. Jackson, John Cleese, Freddie Highmore, Terry Pheto and just about every one of South Africa’s great actors. 
He is a proud finalist of the Camera Image Cinematography Festival in Poland (2005), a two-time SAFTA winner, and a recipient of many other awards. He and his work have been the subject of cover feature articles in “American Cinematographer” (March 2006) and Kodak’s “In Camera” (April 2006). Lance takes much pleasure in challenging his craft, whether innovating with a first- time film director or inspiring an established director. He is looking forward to more challenges and adventures and to being part of ground-breaking teams making ground-breaking stories for people on this continent and around the globe.
